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Volunteer Update
Many have asked if convention registration is necessary in order to

volunteer. No. The only jobs that convention registration is necessary
are those that are within the convention hall such as sergeant-at-arms,
the host committee booth,and the souvenir booth.Note:If you plan to
register for the convention,you must do this before May 1 to get the
reduced $100 price. All registrations after May 1 are at the late registra-
tion rate of $150.

Most jobs such as Airport and Hotel Greeters, Parade Marshals,
Airport Drivers, DGE School (occurs before the convention) do not
require convention registration.However, we strongly encourage you to
participate in this unique experience.

The following is a briefdescription ofthe jobs. Detailed descriptions
may be found on the web site. If you do not have internet access, ask
your club officer tell you the job descriptions. Most jobs have two or
three shifts per day. You may sign up for one shift,a whole day,or mul-
tiple shifts on multiple days.

DGE School (June 29 to July 9) - We are providing supportive serv-
ices to the DGE School such as putting together the gift packages (pos-
sible club project in advance?),information guides, runners, classroom
setup, shuttle drivers,etc.

Transportation (June 27 to July 12) - We need drivers to drive arriv-
ing dignitaries to and from the airports upon their arrival and departure.

Airport Greeter (June 27 to July 6) - Our Lions will greet arriving
International officers and Lions, assist them to their hotel transporta-

tion, or provide other assistance as necessary (information, Blind,etc).
Sergeant At Arms (July 6 to 10) - We will work with the LCI staff

and officials to assist with the Plenary Session,the International Show
and the Exhibit Hall for crowd control issues, seating, translation head-
sets, emergency procedures and other items for these large-scale ses-
sions.

Hotel Host (July 4 to 10) - Over 25 hotels will be accommodating
our international guests. Each hotel will have an information booth
assisting with transportation questions, dining, etc.

Host Office and Information Booth (July 6 to 10) - The Host
Committee will be operating an information booth on the floor of the
convention center. Convention registration is required for this position.

Host Merchandise Sales Booth(July 6 to 10) - The Host
Committee will be operating an souvenir sales booth on the floor of the
convention center, adjacent to the Host Office Booth.Convention reg-
istration is required for this position.Items to be sold include:Polo
shirts, ball caps, bucket hats, coffee mugs, Snowman Bobblehead Dolls
and other merchandise. We will also be passing out the Host Committee
pins on Monday and Tuesday - Extra help is needed on those two days.

Parade Marshall (July 6) - The Lions International Convention
parade is on Tuesday July 6.Step off is at 10 AM. The parade will begin
near Washington Avenue, commence southerly along Nicollet Avenue,
and end at the Convention Center. Approximately 150 volunteers are
needed to assist our bands and delegations with staging at the start of
the parade, have positions along the parade to make sure all proceeds
smoothly,and to help get the bands back to their buses at the end ofthe
parade.
