Tabatt was born and raised in Little
Falls and started going blind in 1970 and
by 1980 there was minimal sight left.In
1980 her husband died suddenly at the age
of 39 of a heart attack.

In 1981 Tabatt attended the Lighthouse
for the Blind in Duluth and learned to
read braille and walk with a white cane. she
stated that her life “changed forever”
when she received her first leader dog. In
1985 she enrolled at the College of St.
Cahterine’s in St.Paul and graduated in
1987 as a physical therapist assistant.One
month after graduation, she began work-
ing on St.Gabriel’s hospital campus which
she retired from in 2004.

Tabatt is currently a field representative
for Leader Dogs for the Blind in
Rochester, MI and is traveling to share
information about the Leader Dog pro-
gram as often as asked.

“I plan to share my story and give back
to the Lion’s Clubs International and the
Leader Dog Program in thanksgiving for
all that they gave to me.”

Tabatt also visited other area schools last week including
LaPorte, Sebeka,Menahga,Walker-Hackensack-Akeley and Park
Rapids Century school fifth grade class. She also attended a Zone
