I once heard an African proverb that I will forever remember: the

best way to help someone in need is to wipe their tears.Lions, we do this
every minute of every day! Our hands are helping those in need,and the
compassion in our hearts is wiping their tears.One way we are doing this
is by improving the health and education of children worldwide.

Just last month,Margit and I were in Ethiopia and Madagascar to
help launch our Lions-Measles Initiative pilot programs. In these coun-
tries Lions helped vaccinate nearly 10 million children.This is truly sen-
sational!

Did you know that measles is the leading cause ofvaccine-preventa-
ble deaths in children? Over the next three years,1.7 million children will
likely die from this disease, which also causes blindness. Lions, we can
and we must stop this! 

At a health center in Imersituska,a rural village in Madagascar, I met
Marie Louise Razafindrazanana,who brought her nine-month old son,
Patrick, to be vaccinated.She knew all too well the dangers of measles,
as she lost her daughter to the disease. I truly felt I was wiping her tears,
but she gave me something in return - a smile ofhope and gratitude.
Her story echoes those that I heard in Ethiopia.But these mothers know

that we Lions are giving their children hope for a long, healthy life.
Lions have long been committed to improving quality oflife for chil-

dren.Another way we do this is by improving their education and pro-
viding them with vital life skills. In meeting with government officials in
both countries, they pledged their full support to the measles program.
But they were also very interested in starting Lions Quest in their coun-
try.

Like so many other leaders worldwide are realizing, Lions Quest can
and should be a key component to improving the general well being of
our youth. Government can't do this alone. It takes all ofus working
together to really make an impact.

Moments like these also make me realize the significance ofwhat
our Foundation does for people in need,but there is so much more we
can do. Please, Lions, let's continue to give hope to our youth for a
healthier and brighter tomorrow by wiping away tears through our
Foundation!

Jim will be our Leader Dog
for the Blind speaker at the
Mid-Winter Convention.

Retirement didn’t mean sitting back
and slowing down to Jim Platzer, it
meant getting involved in new endeav-
ors. Jim and his Leader Dog “Maddy”
became partners while at Leader Dog or
“Holidog Inn” as he refers to it in 2005.
“We did a lot ofwalking during our
training in Rochester,” he explains. “It
wasn’t until we had been together for
quite a while that we hit the track.”

Now they are regulars at the Parkview
YMCA in Fort Wayne, Indiana.“Most
of the time I run by myselfon the tread-
mill, usually 5-6 miles, 3-4 days a week,”
says Jim.“But then I’ll harness up
Maddy and we’ll do a fast walk on the
track with a few bursts of light jogging
thrown in.She really likes it.” When the
weather is nice, Jim runs outside with a
friend. For safety, they tether to each
other with a length ofsurgical rubber
which allows them freedom to move
separately but together.

But membership at the YMCA wasn’t
enough for Jim,he is now on their board
of directors and facilitates “Journey to

Freedom,” a faith-based program for
making change in your life. His volun-
teerism expanded when he joined the
Shoaff Park Lions Club, where he will
be the 1st Vice President in 2009-2010
and also the Leader Dog trustee for the
state of Indiana.

In 2006,Jim founded the Ft.Wayne
Chapter of Foundation Fighting
Blindness (FFB),an organization that
raises funds for research to find treat-
ment, prevention and cures for retinal
degenerative diseases. He was intro-
duced to FFB by another Leader Dog
graduate who is active with the organiza-
tion in Washington DC.

Recently, wanting to give back to
Leader Dog, Jim began speaking on
behalfof LDB at Lions Clubs and other
social organizations. He is also a mem-
ber of the Lions Advisory Committee
where his unique experience as a Leader
Dog graduate gives fresh perspective to
the group.

Though many people view retire-
ment,or loss ofsight,as an end to their
active lifestyle, Jim has never seen it that
way.He continues to find new things
and new people to bring into his life to
keep it fun,fulfilling and meaningful.
